2.    The organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry without assigning a reason. 
 

3.    All competitors take part at their own risk. The organisers do not hold themselves responsible 
       for any accident that may occur to any horse, pony, rider, spectator or property. 

 

4.     Owners, competitors and riders are under obligation at ALL times when 
mounted, to ensure that they are wearing protective headgear complying with the current British 

standards. 
 

5.     No competitor shall allow a stallion for which he/she is responsible as owner, lessee, authorised 
agent or rider to compete in any show jumping competition without taking adequate precautions 

to ensure members of the public and their animals are at no risk of injury. 

 
6.  Grand Prix Rules: Table A9 – Two Round Competition:- The best 5 scores, or, all clear rounds, 

will go forward to the second round, which will be against the clock. In the event of equality, 
faults and time will decide i.e. the faster 4 faults will qualify. All scores in the first round will be 

carried forward to the second round. Competitors in the second round will start in the  reverse 

order of merit or the slowest four faults will go first, the faster clear last. If necessary, those who 
do not reach the second round, faults and time in the first round will determine their placings. 

However he/she will be placed after those who compete in round two.  If a competitor withdraws 
from the second round he/she will not be replaced and he/she will receive the placings from the 

first round.
